b)
has during the whole 12 month preceding that day occupied as owner or 
tenant any land or other premises in the area or

c)
has their principal or only place of work during that twelve months has 
been in the area or

d)
has during the twelve months resided in that area or

e)
during the whole twelve months has resided in the parish or within 4.8 Kilometers (three miles) of it.

Disqualification from being elected a member is set out in Section 80 of the Local Government Act 1972.
