1. Environmental working party meeting 2nd July 2020– Noted
The council discussed the working party notes and noted:-
· Overlapping of working parties – Some of the recommendations overlap with the remits of current working parties the council already has, Such as Traffic and Transport WP and the Sports and Recreations WP, we need to be mindful of this when approving recommendations

·  The clerk asked that the remit to be made more formal and the WP name needs to reviewed. 
· The recommendation for Station Road was already approved at the Last council meeting.
· The clerk needs to review the recommendations in regards to the Village Lengthsman job specification, hours or work and limitations with equipment.


2.
To consider recommendations from the working party.

i)
Station Road do not cut the verge until the end of August, and remove the cuttings.  Cut again at the end of October and remove the cuttings.  Lengthsman to strim edge 50cm if required.

ii)
The Brook verges need monthly cuts of the grass and around the trees from April to September.
iii)
The Brook green - on the corner opposite the school.  Section containing village sign.  The cutting of this area should be restricted to the edge 50cm monthly, and the whole area at the end of June, end of August and end of October.  This area is owned by CCC and the maintenance carried out by SPC.  
iv)
Green area near the phone box cut the whole area at the end of June, end of August and end of October.  The edges (1m wide behind the bench and phone box, 50cm wide round the path/driveway to surgery) should be cut monthly from April to September.
v) Ely Road North side, backing onto Tramar Drive.  Grass cutting of the wide section which will be planted later this year (we hope) restricted to edge 50cm adjacent to path on a monthly basis from April to September by the lengthsman if possible, the edge 1m no more than monthly if contractors cut.
It was proposed by Mr Inskip, seconded by Miss Skelham and resolved unanimously to approve recommendations with addition for the Clerk to contact CCC regarding areas they own to gain permissions needed. The clerk to review the feasibility with regard to the Lengthsman contract in respect of the hours and equipment needed. Final addition to recommendations, that the Green area near the phone box be reviewed by the WP as it was noted that it is an area where people enjoy sitting.
