· The District council has been successful in their green homes grant bid, it is a government initiative. A consortium lead by Cambridge City and some other districts were successful with their 2 million bid, this will cover in East Cambs, 128 housing association homes and 150 private homes to become more energy efficient. ECDC is working with Sanctuary Housing to improve some of their homes. This will bring down the costs for those residents as well as reducing the carbon footprint.

LHI – Any advice on putting in a more successful bid – Some changes are being made to the structure so this may help. There is a subjective element depending on the other bids that have been placed at the time. Cllr Dupre will pass on any further details she may have.
Energy Projects – Are there any plans on where the monies will be spent and if they will be spent in Sutton – A lot of the projects are not domestic and they are not allocated per village. 
Support grant – How is this being promoted – The schools and early years providers are aware and other organisations and this information is being shared locally.
