It was noted that on the 14th May 2019 Sutton Parish Council resolved to adopt the General Power of Competence as they met the required conditions of having 13 of the 15 seats filled uncontested, which is equal to or greater than two-thirds of the total number of members of the council. 
Following the resignation of a number of elected members of the council, the council is no longer eligible to use the General Power of Competence, as this is not equal to or greater than two-thirds of the total number of seats on the council. (10)
The Council is able to continue with any current projects, however from now until the next election in May 2023, the council will work within the existing powers granted.

Community Enterprise Project.

Community Catalysts is excited to launch a new 2 year project commissioned by Cambridgeshire County Council, working alongside their Happy at Home initiative. The project will increase the choice of care and support options for older people in the East Cambridgeshire area.

How will the community enterprise project work?
Anna Tuck has been employed as the local Catalyst who will work with local people who are already running, or are interested in setting up, small community enterprises offering a wide range of care and support for older and disabled people at home and in the community. She will support people to set up and develop their community enterprise, understand relevant legislation and regulation and navigate Direct Payments and Individual Service Funds. Helping local people help other local people.

Which areas will the community enterprise cover?
Anna is working in four main areas in East Cambridgeshire: Ely, Littleport, Soham and Burwell, including the surrounding villages.New Community Enterprise Project in East Cambridgeshire - Community Catalysts – Link to be sent to Councillors

Green Tree Canopy.

1. To receive report from Asst. Clerk. 
The Queen’s Green Canopy (QGC) is a unique tree planting initiative created to mark Her Majesty’s Platinum Jubilee in 2022 which invites people from across the United Kingdom to “Plant a tree for the Jubilee”.
Everyone can get involved from Individuals, community groups, schools and Parish and Town Councils.

The season begins from October 2021 to the end of the Jubilee year in 2022. (October 2021 to March 2022)

As well as encouraging the planting of new trees, the Queens Green Canopy will dedicate 70 Ancient woodlands across the UK and identify 70 Ancient Trees to celebrate her Majesty’s 70 years of service.
