Public Participation
The applicant for planning application 21/01411/FUL. 5 Eastwood Close Sutton addressed the council to give further details on the application.

· The bifold doors replace the existing conservatory glazed elevation and doors on the south side and will be used in the same way and giving access to the existing patio. The proposed doors and the existing conservatory door facing the patio are 12.5 metres from the boundary to no.1 Station Road, in addition to the stated 6m distance from the boundary to the property (no.1) – i.e. a total of 18m from no.1.

· The proposed bifold doors are only slightly wider than the existing glazed side and door of the existing conservatory.

· The conservatory is not ‘disused’, it is in frequent use as a snug and that use will be moved to the existing kitchen area as proposed.

· The existing orientation is predominantly to the garden of number 5 with the sitting room and dining room/ kitchen windows already facing that way. The only part of the existing kitchen facing the front is the working area, which is too small to allow for sitting/ eating. The main living spaces are all at the rear and unchanged

· There is a substantial wall and planting between 5 Eastwood Close and 1 Station Road – see attached photos.

· The existing conservatory has a glass roof and glazing facing the patio and garden, the proposed extension has a solid roof facing the patio.

· The patio is existing and unchanged.

· Light from the proposed buildings is unlikely to be much different to the existing conservatory, and substantially less in an upwards direction.

Vistry Homes (Linden Homes).

1. To receive presentation from Rebecca Smith and Georgina McCray Vistry Group on phase II of the development.

Phase one of the development of Mepal Road is nearly complete, with the last remaining house being finished, landscaping and open spaces will be complete by March 2022 and the Vistry new development Phase 2 will begin. 
Outline Planning permission was granted and Vistry housing are working with ECDC and the Parish Council to finalise the Section 106 agreements. 

Initial drawings have been made of the Phase 2 site and pre application talks are happening with ECDC with a view to submitting the Reserved Matters application at the end of the year. Then roughly 6 months for everything to go through with a view to start the build of phase 2 in the summer of 2022 with a 3 year build out, broken down into smaller phases. 
The design principle is the same as Phase 1 with the same style of housing, buff bricks and will be a mix of housing sizes within the smaller phases.

Within the S106 agreement there will be a provision of extra sports facilities, a burial ground which has been checked and deemed suitable for the use and will have water connections and be lawned. The Football pitches will also be match ready with access to the current play provisions from the new development. 

There will be landscape buffers for the A142 boundaries, as well as lots of soft landscaping, wildlife shrubs, multi-functional swales and small orchard to help with the Biodiversity Net gain they hope to achieve.

The road layout and access to Phase 1 is very much reliant on what is permitted by CCC and the current regulations, the aim is to have Phase 2 adopted by the County Counci as Phase 1 isn’t. The access to the phase 2 site will be further up Mepal road, no other options deemed necessary by CCC.

Surface Water has been looked at after previous problems with the phase 1 site and lots of work has been done to reduce this risk in the future. Measures have been put in place including the repairs to a main drain that was broken and will be taken into account for phase 2 with redirecting drains from different parts into different swales at the bottom of the site. The Flood risk assessments have all been approved at this stage.
Vistry are happy to hear any comments and have input from the parish council in regards to the housing mix and other elements of the application.

Councillor Questions

· With the extra houses what support is being given to the local primary school and secondary school too – The section 106 agreement includes a donation of around 1million pounds to Cambridgeshire County Council education authority to help with the extra families and footfall within the schools. This money potentially could be used for extending the primary school. 50% will be given at the start and the rest on completion.
· Will there be more Play Areas on the Phase 2 development as the current one is not very big – Yes there will more within the central space and this will be more natural play with wooden equipment and this will all be shown in the reserved matters application. If there are any particular needs in a specific area Vistry are happy to hear from the PC

· Can you give more info on the mix of housing on the new part? – There will be a 5% self-build (9 plots). 30% affordable housing (From 164 dwellings). A mix of 1 bed maisonettes, 2beds, 3beds and 4 beds and some bungalows within this.

· Parking seems like it could be an issue with not many garages or covered parking? – There will be no 2 or 3 bedroom houses with Garages, just tandem parking spaces and communal parking for some of the areas. 

· With parking in mind, will there be any provision or planning for electrical charging points? There will be many wires across paths and shared spaces potentially – This area of the application needs to be looked at but within the building regulations at the moment it is not a requirement until 2025

· Extra traffic on Mepal Road, has any thought been given to an alternative entrance from the A142? – The roads have been assessed as part of the outline planning application and is was deemed okay and that the current roads and roundabout would be sufficient

Public Questions
· Transport links to the site, will the bus route be changed as this was something mentioned on the original application for phase 1 – It was looked into and the buses won’t change at present

· There is a large hedgerow along the boundary of the play park, pitches at present will this be retained? Vistry will try to maintain as many of the established hedgerows and trees as possible

· Is there going to be a buffer between the new development and the houses on St Andrews Close? Yes, there was originally going to be houses built in this lower section, however this has been amended and some of these taken away and there will be a buffer between the gardens on both sides.

The Parish Council is the custodian for the current Defibrillator at the Pavilion, Off the Brook in the village, this is provided by East Anglia Ambulance trust and any maintenance to the device or stocks are their responsibility. The parish council has to check the defib and its cabinet daily and update a central system on its status.

If the council would like to provide another defib in the village it would be at a cost to the council. The defib, specialised cabinet and installation costs, along with electrical supply and staff time need to be considered. The location would also need to be discussed as to whether this would be solely for internal use and only available when the facility is open or to have this installed outside of the building for use of hirers and the public.
