BT Telephone Kiosk

1. To receive report regarding maintenance to the kiosk.
Sutton Parish Council adopted the K6 Telephone Kiosk on the High Street in July 2021. The council requested that quotes were obtained to refurbish the kiosk. 

Due to Lead paint being used on many kiosks the relevant health and safety aspects and legislation should be considered and implemented for dealing with such hazards. Fume or dust from lead or lead compounds can be absorbed by inhalation or ingestion and sometimes through skin. All waste should be disposed of ensuring that it complies with the current environmental protection Act waste disposal policy.
As the kiosk is in a Conservation area and is a listed building consideration had to be made and communication with ECDC Conservation Officers. They advised that if the kiosk was being restored to its original state that no permissions were necessary. 

2. To consider recommendation to accept the quotation from Brushworks, and agree on how the work    


 will be funded.
It was proposed by Mr Jordan, seconded by Mr Browne and resolved unanimously to approve the quotation from Brushworks for a total of £2575.36 for K6 Refinish Paint System to exterior and interior and replacement of all existing glazing for new - 24 large panes and 48 small panes including glazing frames. Total to include all plant, labour and materials. Funding to be sourced from CIL money.

CCC Mobile Library

1. To consider a proposal from the CCC Mobile Library for change of location and times.
CCC would like to change the current locations, so they stop monthly at The Glebe on the Tuesday morning to coincide with the Timebank Coffee morning. Then on the second monthly visit they would like to stop at the Brooklands Centre in the afternoon in an attempt to attract more school children and families.  Their aim is to attract more users in the village by altering the times and locations of our stops etc.
Their proposed locations are The Glebe (9:30am to 12pm) and the Brooklands Centre (2.30pm to 5pm)

The council reviewed the locations and times and felt that both locations had access issues and would be problematic due to usage of the Glebe Car Park, Brooklands Car Park especially at School pick up time.

The council would like to propose the use of the Recycling Centre on the corner of The Brook and Pound Lane as an alternative location. CCC Mobile library would need to assess this location for health and safety implications.

Dog Bins

1. To receive report regarding provision of dog bins
A resident requested that additional dog bins were installed down The Row as there are a large number of dogs in this area and not many bins to place the waste in. 

A Dog bin had been placed at the start of Footpath 2 on the Row side and was being used regularly, however this had to be moved and alternative sort. 

The Assistant Clerk has been liaising with ECDC and has established a new location on the Row on the corner near to where you walk to access the start of footpath 2. They also suggested another bin should be located at the junction of footpath 2 near to The Southerns. 
2. To consider purchase of dog bin and allocate funding.


It was proposed by Mr Inskip, seconded by Mr Newton and resolved unanimously to purchase a Fido 25 Dog Waste bins for £118.16, plus the extending posts for £73.55 excluding Delivery and VAT and to use CIL funds for the purchase.

A resident contacted the council to see if it was possible to donate their late fathers book collection to the parish council. It was a large collection currently filling 3 rooms. 

The council would like to thank the resident for thinking about the council, however they felt that there was lack of storage for the collection and were not in a position to take these.

Cambridgeshire County Council – Cycle Parking

1. To receive details from Cambridgeshire County Council for provision of cycle parking at The Glebe,    


Pavilion and Village Hall. 

The County council have a grant that enables them to be able to provide and install cycle parking in the county. Officers from CCC met with Cllr Lorna Dupre (County Council) and Cllr Mark Inskip (On behalf of the Parish Council) and visited all proposed locations.

Suggested locations at the Pavilion, The Brooklands Centre, The Glebe and some other areas in the village.


2. To consider and approve proposed locations.

It was proposed by Mr Inskip, seconded by Mrs Partington and following a vote of 7 for and 1 abstention to approve CCC to supply and install cycle parking at The Glebe in the Car Park, The Pavilion and Outside the Brooklands Centre.

Asset of Community Value – The Chequers.

1. Clerk to report on application and council to discuss additional information requirements.

The clerk advised the council that the application to register The Chequers as an Asset of Community Value with ECDC had been unsuccessful due to the property not qualifying. The application failed to demonstrate examples and specifics that illustrate how the public house enhances the social wellbeing or cultural, recreational or sporting interest of the local community at present. The application states that groups could use the pub, however does not provide any evidence of this. 
The clerk will add this to the agenda for a future meeting and evidence will be sought in the meantime so that the application can be resubmitted. Mr Watson and Mr Jordan agreed to research for evidence.

Bury Lane Footpath upgrade.
1. Clerk to report on specification for colour of asphalt.

The clerk advised the council that the approved contractor for the footpath upgrade had notified them on a site visit that the red asphalt had become hard to get hold of, as the demand for the coloured asphalt had dropped in recent years. This means less suppliers of the red and that the delivery of this could be sporadic meaning the works would have to stop and start when it became available. This could cause an increase in cost and also more disruption to residents and users of Bury Lane. 
2. To consider and approve possible revised colour of asphalt.

It was proposed by Mr Newton, seconded by Mr Browne and resolved unanimously to revise the specification to black asphalt.

1. Clerk to report on details received from SPC Solicitor and to answer questions in relation to the lease 

agreement.


The clerk gave an update on the Lease after receiving some questions from the Solicitor appointed by the council. The boundary was confirmed, the term to be 21 years and the land was to be used for leisure purposes. It was noted that no trees could be planted without prior authorisation from Sutton Poors Charity, also that any trees that needed maintenance or removal, the charity should be advised and permission granted. 
No permanent structures can be placed on their land without permission and anything that is placed on the leased land, might have to be removed at the end of the lease. 

Clarification is needed in relation to section 7.1 regarding access road to the pumping station. The clerk is to review this and share concerns with the solicitor.
