Public Participation

Resident of 91 High Street shared concerns on planning application 22/00345/FUL at Agenda item 201/22/1/i 
Concerns raised: 
· Size and mass of the building in relation to the plot and that it is overbearing, 2 storey block with no windows.
· Not in keeping with the street scene of The Row and is modern and commercial looking building with the wooden panels

· Proximity of the brick walls and foundations to their property around 600mm 

· Loss of light to the main used areas of the garden space and impact on the loss of useable amenity space

· Tree study not fully completed and has missing information since the previous approved application

· Too much hard standing

The applicant gave an overview of their plans. The main points raised:-

· They have had the plot for many years and had a planning application approved last year and this was rushed through as they were running out of time with the current permissions and they did not want to have a plot without any approved plans in place.

· There are no windows overlooking the view

· Lots of soft landscaping and a freshwater pond/pool planned
· It will be a carbon positive build with solar panels, air circulating heating system, wooden panels

· The elevation of the back of the property is not one solid block of the same height, it reduces towards the middle and has different ridge levels.

Dave Smith, Chairman of the Sutton Feast Committee gave a brief overview of the planned Jubilee events and back history in relation to agenda item 200/22/3/i

The committee has been working hard with other village groups to put together a schedule of events for the Jubilee, holding them from Thursday 2nd June through to the 5th June. Although the feast committee has healthy reserves, they have built these up over many years and will be working on The Coronation and other milestones that will be coming in the future, so have requested the grant to help with the Jubilee.

2. Grant Application – Sutton Open Spaces Group

i) To consider grant application 
Grant application received from the open spaces group to help with the printing and refreshment costs for their annual Open Garden event, being held this year on the 29th May. The council has previously awarded a grant for this event and they are well attended in the village. The grant application was for £180.
It was proposed by Mr Inskip, seconded by Mr Newton and resolved unanimously to approve the grant for £180 to Sutton Open Spaces Group, under LGA 1972 act S137.
3. Grant Application – Sutton Feast Committee

i) To consider grant application 
The grant application for £4059.50 was received from the Feast committee to help contribute towards the cost of the planned events over the weekend of the 2nd to 5th of June. The costs for these events will cover, hall hire costs, bands, licences, Jubilee Beacon, Staging, printing and advertising costs and other ancillaries. 

The council does not have enough funds in the Small Grant budget to be able to cover the application, however it would be allowed to grant money from contingencies. 

It was proposed by Mr Inskip, seconded by Mr Browne and resolved unanimously to approve 50% of the grant £2029.75 for Sutton feast Committee, under LGA 1972 act S145 (provision of entertainment).

4. Grant Application – Sutton Paintbox

i) To consider grant application. 
The Grant application for £152.17 requested to cover the Glebe Hall hire costs for their summer fete being held on 26th June 2022. They have previously had grants approved for this event, which is a well-attended event to raise money for the Pre School-Charity.
It was proposed by Mr Inskip, seconded by Mr Browne and resolved unanimously to approve the grant for £152.17 to Sutton Paintbox, under LGA 1972 act S137.
