· There is no indication that approval for the scheme has been given by the County Council.  

· Daffodil and Crocus bulbs have already been planted in this area, and members feel these should establish themselves before any additional planting.

· Sutton Open Spaces group has already received a recent grant for planting in the village.

· The Parish Council has exhausted its grant pot for this financial year, and on this occasion is not able to allocate any funds from other budget lines.

1. To consider draft budget.
The council were provided with a copy of the draft budget for 2022/2023 and it was noted that the Precept had to be agreed and returned by Monday 17th January 2021. 

It is noted that for 2022/2023 the estimated Band D properties is £1403.10 and each £1.00 on the council tax will generate £1403.10

A 6% increase on the precept would be required if the council did not draw on its reserves. The aim is to half this to just under 3%, the deficit would be financed by general reserves.
