Verbal report from Clerk about verges, paths and trees.
The clerk advised the council that the verges along Station Road had become overgrown and were obstructing the footpath from Bow Cottages and concerns were raised from a resident who’s disabled child could not use the path. 

CCC own these verges, however the Parish Council maintain them through a contractor. The council has an agreement with the Conservation Society that this area is not cut until after the 31st August due to wildflowers being planted. · Priorsfield Doctors Surgery – The after action review is expected soon and the report will be published. 

Question – What is the long-term plan for the doctors surgery?

The NHS cannot do anything more with the current property so an alternative need to be found. This involves finding suitable land, planning applications, funding for the project and then the building of the new surgery. 
There is a 1 year contract with the possibility of a 1 year extension if current provider wants to continue. 

If this does not happen there is no other alternative than to start the process of transferring patients once again. 

The new surgery is in the NHS Operational Plan for 2023/2024 however there are no allocated funds. Funding for the new surgery would have to be found, there is a possibility of some funding from ECDC from CIL levies.
